*Review the past simple.
-Example: Ahmad gave Ali a gift. 
#They have to know the Subject is the doer of the action.
#Example: Ali opened the door.
-The subject is Ali.

*Irregular verbs:
Hear-heard     find-found   see-saw   eat-ate 
 be-was, were   do-did     buy- bought   sell-sold
*Regular verbs:
Walk-walked   travel-travelled   arrive-arrived cook-cooked   walk-walked    want-wanted   knock-knocked 
#How to make (Wh questions) for the underlined word.
1.She went to the mall yesterday.
-Where did she go yesterday?
-Rule: (Wh question + did + subject + verb (base form) +…?)


2.Relative clauses:
-We use to give important information about something.
1.We use who when we are talking about a person.
2.We use which when we are talking about a thing.
3.We use where when we are talking about a place.
-Example:
1.That’s the teacher who I like best.
2.That’s the car which I bought last year.
3.That’s the town where I lived when I was a child.
#Remember: That is= That’s.


3.Comparative and Superlative adjectives, as….as.
-We use the comparative to talk about how two things compare.
-Example:
1.John is faster than Ali.
-We use the superlative to say something has more than the rest of the group. 
-Example:
2.Omar is the fastest in the class.
-Another way to make a comparison is using not as…..as.
-Example: Mrs. Friendly and Jenny aren’t as tall as Ivan.
-We use as…..as to say two things are the same.
-Example: Ivan is as tall as the tree.
-Remember: 
-We use -er/-est   with short adjectives, e.g.: small= smaller/ the smallest.
-We use more/ the most with long adjectives, e.g.: 
more dangerous/ the most dangerous.

4.Want to/ Need to + infinitive.
#We use want to say when we would like something. We use need to give advice.
-Example:
1.I want to see my friends.
2.She needs to take her vitamins. 
#To make it negative.
#Rule: (Subject + don’t/doesn’t + want to/ need to + verb(base form) + complete the sentence) .
1.I don’t want to see my friends.
2.She doesn’t need to take her vitamins. 

#To make yes/no questions.
#Rule: (Do/ Does + Subject + need/ want + to + verb (base form) + complete the sentence. 
1.Do you want to see your friends? 2.Does she need to take her vitamins?
